The Sand Jigger
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Hints & Tps:
- This piece is also a jig, so it needs to be played in 3’s such as 1-2-3, 1-2-3 etc.
- Make sure the F#’s on the D string and the C#’s on the A string are stretched, or

close to the 3rd fingers.
- Try to play 4th fingers where started, as it will avoid string crossings.
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
